
 Sample Funding Letter #1 -  Include a picture of yourself  in the letter! 

 Fundraising Packet  - 
 Sunland PAC Summer Training Program 

 One of our favorite aspects of summer training programs is seeing students invite others to 
 partner with them in gaining a deeper understanding of God’s kingdom, His heart, and His call 
 on our lives. We are convinced that fundraising can be very rewarding and helpful to each one 
 of the participants in this summer’s Pacific Sunland Summer Training Program. 

 Remember, God is the provider, and by asking others for support, we are inviting them to 
 participate in how God is at work in and around us. 

 Here are step by step instructions to help you on your way to being fully funded for the 
 summer. Feel free to reach out with any questions. 

 1) MAKING YOUR CONTACT LIST 

 1.  Write down everyone who comes to mind, whether you think they know Christ or not. 
 Many people will support you because they care about you as a friend. Think of 
 relatives, friends from church, former teachers, classmates, and teammates. List them all 
 on a sheet of paper. If you are having trouble coming up with names, ask your local staff 
 for some help brainstorming. 

 2.  Pray over each name individually. 

 3.  Go over your list and identify the people that the Lord has laid on your heart who you 
 think would most likely consider having an investment in your spiritual life and summer. 
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 4.  Keep the list of names and addresses so that you can send thank you notes to those 
 who gave to you, and so that you can send a follow-up letter after the summer. Most 
 people would like to hear of your summer experiences and lessons that you personally 
 learned. (Also, it might be a good start for getting addresses for graduation in the 
 future!) 

 5.  Here are some ideas for your friends on campus: 
 a.  Personally tell your friends from your dorm what you are doing this summer 

 and ask them to consider donating $35. 
 b.  Ask each person in your Bible study to donate $35. 

 2) WRITE A FUNDRAISING LETTER 

 Review the sample letter below and personalize it using your language and style. You may 
 want to include a personal story from your life or describe the specific things you would like to 
 learn during the summer. Use particular words and images such as, "This morning as I was 
 reading Mark 5, I wondered what it would be like for me to be like the freed man who eagerly 
 tells everyone of what Jesus has done for him.” In all of your descriptions, relate how the 
 summer program will help you know and love Christ more fully in your world. 

 Use the sample letters below as an example of how to keep your letter to  one page.  Have a 
 few friends review the final draft of your letter both for content and for grammatical and 
 spelling errors (send it to your campus staff for review!). Typographical errors can be an 
 annoying distraction. One way to catch them is to read your letter slowly out loud. 

 Send the letter to the people you listed.  A personal  note is important if possible. 

 Each envelope should include: 
 o  An appeal letter 
 o  A giving link for partners to set up gifts online 
 o  A personal hand-written note on each letter saying something like  : ‘Thank you 

 Joe and Martha for your consideration. I am thankful for you  .” 

 In addition to personal letters, think of opportunities you can find to speak before a group 
 (i.e. your home church or Bible study group) to explain what you'll be doing for the summer. 
 The more times you can make your appeal face-to-face the better. 

 Pray and see what God does! 
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 3) SEND YOUR SUPPORT TO THE NAVIGATORS 

 The easiest way for people to give is online using your NavID#, which you will include in your 
 letter. 

 If people want to write a check, have them send it to you directly, and I can help you send it 
 directly to the Navigators. [No need to include a check option in your letters] 

 If you are given cash, set it aside and bring it with you to the start of the program. 

 4) PRAY!! PRAY!! PRAY!! 
 It is God who will move in people’s hearts to partner with you financially. Ask the God who has 
 created all things and is over all things to partner with you in your fundraising efforts!

It is truly amazing to see how God has transformed each one of us 
 throughout the year, and how the love of Christ bonds people of such different backgrounds together! 
 God has really given me a burden to be used by Him to impact this campus for His Kingdom. 

 This summer the Lord has provided me with an exciting opportunity to grow spiritually and to share His 
 love with others by joining over many other students from across the Southwest for a spiritual 
 development program sponsored by The Navigators, an international ministry organization dedicated 
 to serving Christ. Our program will be located in Estes Park, Colorado. My summer will be spent 
 working at the YMCA of the Rockies and also participating in an intense discipleship program 
 sponsored by The Navigators. 

 Much of my growth will happen in a “team” setting, where four students will be together with a student 
 team leader. We will live together, work together, and study the Bible together. We will also have the 
 opportunity to live and work alongside people in the community and at the YMCA. All summer I will be 
 rubbing shoulders with those who don’t know Christ in Estes Park (and many of my co-workers will be 
 international students from all over the world!) and seeking to learn how to impact them for Christ. This 
 will give me a unique opportunity to have a “missions experience” in the context of this training 
 program. I believe this experience will prove invaluable to me in learning how to follow Jesus for a 
 lifetime. I hope to be better equipped in the fall semester to mirror the light of Christ to my fellow 
 students. 

 The reason I am sharing this opportunity with you is that I would love for you to consider partnering 
 with me in prayer and finances. I am asking God to surround me with a team of people who will each 
 pray for me and financially contribute anywhere from  $25 to $500. My goal is to raise $1,600  for this 
 training program. Would you prayerfully consider being part of my support team for this summer? I 
 would be deeply grateful. Thank you for considering this. I look forward to hearing from you.
