Fundraising Packet
PAC Summer Training Program, Estes Park, CO

One of our favorite aspects of summer training programs is seeing students invite others to
partner with them in gaining a deeper understanding of God's kingdom, His heart, and His call
on our lives. We are convinced that fundraising can be very rewarding and helpful to each one
of the participants in this summer’s Pacific Sunland Summer Training Program.

GETTING STARTED

There is nothing to be ashamed of as you engage in this biblical principle of inviting others to
contribute to your summer's training and ministry. You may not have another opportunity to
spend eight weeks in a spiritual growth setting like this again in your life. There will be people
who are delighted to support you. The apostle Paul often asked people for contributions of
different types, including assistance to send him on his way for ministry and service. Complete
this Bible study on developing Biblical convictions for fundraising.

WHAT TO DO
1) PERSONAL DATA FORM

Now that we have received your confirmation of acceptance in participating in the program,
you'll need to set up your Navigator account and profile by going to this link: Pacific Sunland
Summer 2020. Please do this ASAP. You don't have to fill out the whole application, just your
basic personal info (hame, phone number, address). Once you complete the necessary
paperwork, you will need to order a short-term mission fundraising kit from the Navigators

store that you can use in your fundraising efforts.

2) MAKING YOUR CONTACT LIST

1. Write down everyone who comes to mind, whether you think they know Christ or not.
Many people will support you because they care about you as a friend. Think of
relatives, friends from church, former teachers, classmates, and teammates. List them all
on a sheet of paper. If you are having trouble coming up with names, ask your local staff
for some help brainstorming.

2. Pray over each name individually.

3. Go over your list and identify the people that the Lord has laid on your heart who you
think would most likely consider having an investment in your spiritual life and summer.

4. Keep the list of names and addresses so that you can send thank you notes to those
who gave to you, and so that you can send a follow-up letter after the summer. Most
people would like to hear of your summer experiences and lessons that you personally

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learned. (Also, it might be a good start for getting addresses for graduation in the
future!)
5. Here are some ideas for your friends on campus:
a. Personally tell your friends from your dorm what you are doing this summer
and ask them to consider donating $35.
b. Ask each person in your Bible study to donate $35.

3) WRITE A FUNDRAISING LETTER

Review the sample letter below and personalize it using your language and style. You may
want to include a personal story from your life or describe the specific things you would like to
learn during the summer. Use particular words and images such as, "This morning as | was
reading Mark 5, | wondered what it would be like for me to be like the freed man who eagerly
tells everyone of what Jesus has done for him.” In all of your descriptions, relate how the
summer program will help you know and love Christ more fully in your world.

Use the sample letters below as an example of how to keep your letter to one page. Have a
few friends review the final draft of your letter both for content and for grammatical and
spelling errors (send it to your campus staff for review!). Typographical errors can be an
annoying distraction. One way to catch them is to read your letter slowly out loud.

Send the letter to the people you listed. A personal note is important if possible.

Each envelope should include:
o An appeal letter

o A pledge/response card (that you will need to order from navigatorstore.org)

o Areturn envelope with your address on it (don't stamp it.)

o A personal hand-written note on each letter saying something like: ‘Thank you
Joe and Martha for your consideration. | am thankful for you."

In addition to personal letters, think of opportunities you can find to speak before a group
(i.e. your home church or Bible study group) to explain what you'll be doing for the summer.
The more times you can make your appeal face-to-face the better.

Pray and see what God does!
4) SEND YOUR SUPPORT TO THE NAVIGATORS

The way to use the pledge cards and envelopes is to send the pledge card with your letter
and a return addressed envelope to your address. Then after you get back some responses,
send 8 — 10 at a time into The Navigators using the envelopes they gave you. When you send
in any check, make sure you include the pledge card and that the checks are made payable to

the Navigators. Keep a list of who gave what so that you can write them a thank you note
later.

If you are given cash, set it aside and bring it with you to the start of the program.

5) PRAY!l PRAY!!I PRAY!!
It is God who will move in people’s hearts to partner with you financially. Ask the God who has
created all things and is over all things to partner with you in your fundraising efforts!
